MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING 
 

 Monday, May 5, 2008  
 
 The Common Council was convened at 7:00 p.m. and was called to order by Council President Morris.

There being no further speakers, the President declared the Public Comment Period closed. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING 
 
Council Member Conti made a motion to approve the minutes of the March17, 2008 and the April 7, 2008

Council Member Conti made a motion to hold the Local Laws on the pending agenda, which was approved by 
unanimous voice vote. 
 
REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
 
Finance, Taxation and Assessment - Council Member Sano stated that the committee would be meeting 
on Wednesday, May 7, 2008 at 5:30pm to discuss various bonding ordinances. 
 
Law, Buildings, and Code Enforcement – Council Member Igoe stated that the committee met on April 
29, 2008 to discuss Ordinances 20.31.08 and 21.31.08 related to record keeping and reporting requirements 
for junk dealers and second hand dealers. There was a good lengthy discussion with  business owners. He 
stated the committee decided to postpone portions of the ordinances for six months and all were in 
agreement to keep the 10-day holding period before merchandise is sold. The committee is meeting next 
week to discuss  window guard legislation. 
 
Human Resources and Human Rights – Council Member Casey stated that the committee met on April 
30, 2008 to interview candidates for appointment to the Human Rights Commission and  discuss 
Resolution 34.41.08R. The committee favorably recommended Ms. Melinda Person and Ms. Grace White 
to fill the Human Rights Commission vacancies. The committee also favorably recommended Resolution 
34.41.08R.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 21.31.08 RELATING TO CHAPTER 293 
(SECONDHAND DEALERS) OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY 
 
 The City of Albany, in Common Council convened, does hereby ordain and enact: 
 
 Section 1. Ordinance Number 21.31.08, passed by the City of Albany Common Council on 
April 7, 2008 is hereby repealed with the exception of the amendments to Section 293-11, which shall 
remain in full effect and read as follows: 
 
Chapter 293: SECONDHAND DEALERS 
 
§ 293-11. Restrictions. 
D. No [article or thing, except household furniture (not including radios, televisions, household 

appliances, either electric or mechanical), curtains, carpets, stoves, kitchen utensils, belting, 
building materials and barrels, or other] articles or things that have already been kept by the dealer 
or pawnbroker for a period of time, in accordance with the provisions of law or this chapter, or have 
been received from persons known to be jewelers, dealers, banking institutions, executors or 
administrators, shall be sold or disposed of by any dealer in secondhand articles until the expiration 
of [five] ten business days after such purchase or redemption, except that all secondhand articles or 
things purchased for the purpose of melting or refining by persons principally engaged in such 
business from persons not jewelers or dealers shall not be sold, refined, melted or disposed of until 
the expiration of [five] ten business days after such purchase; and no such dealer shall receive any 
article by way of pledge or pawn or employ any subterfuge for receiving goods as security for the 
advancement of money. 

 
Section 2.  Except as herein amended the provisions of Chapter 293 are hereby ratified, continued 
and approved. 
 
Section 3.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDINANCE 20.31.08 
CHAPTER 239 (JUNK DEALERS) OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY 
 
 The City of Albany, in Common Council convened, does hereby ordain and enact: 
 

Section 1. The effective date of Ordinance Number 20.31.08, passed by the City of Albany 
Common Council on April 7, 2008 is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 
 Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect [ thirty (30) days after passage]October 6, 2008.

AUTHORIZING THE IMPLEMENTATION, AND FUNDING IN THE FIRST INSTANCE 
100% OF THE FEDERAL-AID AND STATE “MARCHISELLI” PROGRAM-AID 
ELIGIBLE COSTS, OF A TRANSPORTATION FEDERAL-AID PROJECT, AND 
APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR. (DELAWARE AVENUE ROAD 
RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT, [P.I.N. 1756.61]) 
 
 WHEREAS, a Project for the Delaware Avenue Road Reconstruction,, P.I.N. 1756.61 
(the Project”) is eligible for funding under Title 23 U.S. Code, as amended, that calls for the 
apportionment of the costs such program to be borne at the ratio of 80% Federal funds and 20% 
non-federal funds; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Albany desires to advance the Project by making a commitment 
of 100% of the non-federal share of the costs of Preliminary Engineering, Right of Way 
Incidentals and Right of Way Acquisition. 
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 NOW, THEREFORE, the Common Council, duly convened does hereby 
 
 RESOLVE, that the Common Council hereby approves the above-subject project; and it 
is hereby further 
 
 RESOLVED, that the Common Council hereby authorizes the City of Albany to pay in 
the first instance 100% of the federal and non-federal share of the cost of Preliminary 
Engineering, Right of Way Incidentals and Acquisition work for the Project or portions thereof; 
and it is further 
 
 RESOLVED, that the sum of $300,000.00 (Three hundred thousand dollars and no cents) 
has already been appropriated from Ordinance No. 12.21.06 and made available to cover the cost 
of participation in the above phase of the Project; and it is further 
 
RESOLVED, that the additional sum of $419,725.00 (Four hundred nineteen thousand seven 
hundred twenty five dollars and no cents) ($400,725.00 for the Preliminary Engineering Phase 
and $19,000.000 for Right of Way Incidentals and Acquisition Phase) is hereby appropriated 
pursuant to Ordinance No. 12.21.06 and made available to cover the cost of participation in the 
above phase of the Project; and it is further 
 
 RESOLVED, that in the event the full federal and non-federal share costs of the project 
exceeds the amount appropriated above, the Common Council of the City of Albany shall 
convene as soon as possible to appropriate said excess amount immediately upon the notification 
by the New York State Department of Transportation thereof; and it is further 
 
 RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the City of Albany be and is hereby authorized to execute 
all necessary Agreements, certifications or reimbursement requests for Federal Aid and/or 
Marchiselli Aid on behalf of the City of Albany with the New York State Department of 
Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the Project and providing for 
the administration of the Project and the municipality’s first instance funding of project costs and 
permanent funding of the local share of federal-aid and state-aid eligible Project costs and all 
Project costs within appropriations therefor that are not so eligible; and it is further 
 
 RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the New York State 
Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with 
the Project; and it is further 
 
 RESOLVED, this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

hereby declares May as Bike Month in the City of Albany and encourages all residents to try 
bicycling as a form of transportation for exercise and enjoyment.

 RESOLUTION OF THE ALBANY COMMON COUNCIL IN SUPPORT OF THE HENRY 
KNOX CANNON TRAIL MARKER RESTORATION PROGRAM 
  
 WHEREAS, the Henry Knox Cannon Trail traces the route followed by Colonel Henry Knox and 
his men from December 1775 to January 1776 to transport 59 captured artillery pieces from Fort 
Ticonderoga and Crown Point on Lake Champlain to General George Washington at Dorchester Heights 
overlooking Boston; and 
 
 WHEREAS, this pivotal event of the American Revolution resulted in the evacuation of the British 
from Boston; and 
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WHEREAS, Henry Knox Cannon Trail Marker numbers 21 and 22 are located within the City of 

Albany; and 
 

WHEREAS, The Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area, with guidance and assistance from 
the National Park Service, will undertake a project to conserve the New York State Henry Knox Cannon 
Trail monuments; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Henry Knox Cannon Trail monuments are the property of the State of New York. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council of the City of Albany 

supports the restoration of the Henry Knox Cannon Trail monuments; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Common Council grants permission to the Hudson River 

National Heritage Area and its agents to complete conservation work on Henry Hudson Cannon Trail 
Marker numbers 21 and 22, located near the intersection of Loudonville Road and Northern Boulevard and 
on the east side of Broadway near the Dunn Memorial Bridge in the City of Albany; and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Hudson River National Heritage Area and its agents 
shall work with the Corporation Counsel of the City of Albany to enter into an agreement specifying the 
terms and conditions of the use and access to City lands for this project.
