Review of December minutes

Public comment
· McLaughlin began by reading the board’s statement regarding public comment:

· Keith Irish – He noted that the meeting was not being recorded for Channel Albany, and that a number of the events marking the beginning of the new mayor’s tenure were not recorded for Channel Albany, either. He noted new programming that has aired on Channel Albany recently.

· The Studio Committee will be offering an update in the spring. 
· The annual report has been completed and sent to the mayor and the Common Council.
